The minimum age to take an Emergency Aid course is 16 years.  
 
The course is 3 hours and would usually run from 6.30pm-9.30pm from Monday – Thursday. The tutor would 
arrive at 6pm to set up.  
 
The minimum number to run a course is 16 candidates for one tutor and 22 with two tutors. The maximum is 
18 with one tutor and 24 with two tutors.  
 
The course cost £27.00 per person.  
 
Facilities – classroom/meeting room with chairs and large floor space for practical. Screen with projector, 
Flipchart with pens and paper. 
 
Safeguarding Children  
 
The minimum age to take a course is 16 years.  
 
The course is 3 hours and would usually run from 6.30pm-9.30pm from Monday – Thursday. The tutor would 
arrive at 6pm to set up. 
 
The minimum number to run a course is 14 and a maximum of 24.  
 
The course cost £27.00 per person.  
 
Facilities – classroom/meeting room with tables and chairs. Screen with projector, Flipchart with pens and 
paper.  
 

 
Please note facility costs for either of the above courses should be covered by the club. 
 
4 weeks notice would be required so that the course can be registered and tutors booked.
